Categor ies of Collection 
 
1. General Circulation 
a. Books with a white card in the inside pocket are for general circulation. 
b. These books can be checked out for two weeks. After two weeks, a book may be renewed 

unless it has been reserved, in which case, the book will be recalled and loaned to the stu-
dent who reserved it. Maximum of 7 books may be borrowed at a time. 

c. There is a fine of ten pesos per day for every overdue book until the book is returned. 
Sundays and off icial holidays are not counted. 

d. Any person with an overdue book or an unpaid fine will not be permitted to check out new 
books. 
 

2.     Books on Reserve 
a. Textbooks in constant demand are set-aside in the Reserve Section behind the charging 

desk. 
b. A limit of 2 books can be checked out for 2 hours. If there is no demand for a book, no 

time limit is set but it should be renewed every 2 hours.  These books may be taken out for 
overnight use or on weekend basis (with the exception of Reference books, bound periodi-
cals and books loaned by individuals). Reserved books may be taken out at 4:00 p.m. and 
returned at 9:00 a.m. the following school day. 

c. For late return, a  fine of P10.00 for the first hour and ten pesos for every succeeding hour, 
or   P100.00 for the whole day.  

 
3.     Reference Books 
        Books that have no card on the inside and  are   marked  with “R” above the call number 
are  reference  books.  They are for LIBRARY READING ROOM USE   ONLY. They may be 
taken out for two hours for   reproduction purposes only. They must be properly  checked out 
from  the desk and promptly returned to   the counter. 
 
4. Per iodicals 

Bound periodicals are located on shelves in the periodical section and are arranged alpha-
betically by title. 

a. Photocopying is allowed  
b. The current issues of magazines and journals are displayed and arranged alphabeti-

cally by title on wooden shelves in the Periodical reading area. Periodicals are to be 
returned to their proper slot. 

c. Periodical Index: Periodical indices include the contents of a periodical or group of 
periodicals. Indices available in library are the Religion Index One, Periodical Index, 
Mosher Periodical, and local Theological Union List. 
 

5.      Pamphlets 
        The call number of pamphlets is marked with a “Pam”.   Pamphlets may be checked out for 
a week and  renewed for another week. 
 
6.      Audio Visual Mater ials (Non-book materials) 

The library has a small but growing collection of audio-visual materials classified under 
the DC system and marked as follows: 

1.      CT      -      Regular borrowing 
                  2.      Mcf    -      Microfiche-library  room use only 
                  3.      K        -      Kit ±  regular borrowing 

3. M       -      Map-  referral and classroom use 
4. VHS   -     group reserve for viewing,  classroom use, and overnight. 
5.      Cassettes Recorder— can be used in the ABS premises only. 
 

7.      Ver tical file 
Additional research materials relevant to the Seminary’s curriculum are clipped from 

magazines and newspapers and kept in the vertical file. To use the vertical file, ask the library 
staff f or assistance.
